V Double track creates a ñGreat Streetò 

for Automobile Alley and 10th Street 

Medical Office District

V Serves core of CBD south of 4th and 

the existing large buildings along 

Broadway

V Enhances redevelopment and reuse of 

existing multistory buildings along 

Broadway

V South of 4th Street, couplet with one 

track along Broadway and another 

track along Robinson alleviates traffic 

impact on narrow streets

V One-block separation between couplet 

broadens the economic impact south 

of 4th Street

V Potential combination with other 

options operated as two lines with 

transfers in CBD

V Allows future extension along 

Lincoln to State Capitol Complex

Cons
U Operation as a second line 

reduces headway benefit of added 

vehicles and increases operating 

expense

U Requires modification of 

underpass at Kerr and 4th @ 

BNSF Railway
