Recommended Alignment Locally 

Preferred Alternatives (LPA) is the modern streetcar Build 
Alternative connecting Downtown-Bricktown-Midtown-
OHC, along with recommended  Minimum Operating 
Segment (MOS) connecting Downtown-Bricktown-
Midtown.

LPA is based on the highest scoring alignments from the 
technical analysis:

• Downtown – Broadway/Robinson Couplet

• Bricktown – Sheridan/Reno Couplet

• Midtown – 11th/13th Couplet

• OHC – 4th St Double Track and Lincoln/8th/Phillips Single Track

Capital Cost ≈ $188.18 M ($217.2 M YOE)

Pros:
 Broadway/Robinson Couplet better serves the downtown 

business core.

 Primary ridership market served by Circulator are 
predominantly DT to DT trips.  Home-based trips from suburbs 
to work or other downtown destinations are secondary market.  
Suburb to downtown commuters are not the travel market best 
served by DT circulators.

 The Couplet is easier to understand than the Crossover and 
follows natural travel patterns between Downtown, Bricktown 
and Midtown.

 Downtown Transit Center connection is accomplished via future 
OHC extension.

Cons:
o Broadway/Robinson Couplet doesn’t directly serve the West 

Downtown area. 

o Couplet doesn’t connect directly to the Downtown Transit 
Center when only operating the MOS.
